Here's a brief overview of the interest
groups available to members:

Addiction Psychiatry Interest Group:
Focuses on the latest developments and
challenges in addiction treatment and
research. Also works to share resources and
information regarding methods of support
for individuals with substance use disorders.

Book Club: Provides a community
interested in literature. Quarterly, the group
meets to discuss influential texts and
literature, both fiction and non-fiction,
relevant to psychiatric practice.

Forensic Psychiatry Interest Group: Examines
the intersection of psychiatry and the legal
system.

legal system.

Geriatric Psychiatry Interest Group: Focuses
on the unique psychiatric needs of elderly
patients and addresses the biological and
psychological differences in patients of older
age.

Health Policy Interest Group: Engages with
policy development and advocacy efforts
affecting mental health care. The group
addresses the range of issues and
opportunities in mental health care resulting
from state government actions. It also helps
assist MPS in addressing policies that are of
interest to Maryland psychiatrists and their
patients.

Neuromodulation Interest Group:
Investigates innovative treatments relating to
neurology. The group connects on the topic of
Neuromodulation through neurofeedback and
neurostimulation and discusses the use of ECT,
EEG and Quantitative EEG, TMS, VNS, and
other neuromodulation therapies and
techniques.

Psychotherapy and Psychoanalysis Interest
Group: Discusses various topics such as
Cognitive-Behavioral, Interpersonal, and
Psychodynamic psychotherapy and
psychoanalysis approaches and their
applications.

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Surgeon General’s Social Media Warning

U.S. Surgeon General Vivek Murthy recently re-emphasized
the dangers of social media on the mental health of adoles-
cents. In 2023, he wrote an advisory on the impacts of social
media and outlined further actions to protect the mental
wellbeing of young users. In June, Dr. Murthy wrote an essay
in the New York Times titled “Surgeon General: Why I'm
Calling for a Warning Label on Social Media Platforms.” He
outlined the urgency of needing to add a warning to social
media platforms, warning kids and parents about the harms
of social media. He states that ultimately, the end goal is to
make the social media platforms safer, but until then, young
users and their parents need to know the risks that come
with participating in social media.

AMA Calls for Investigation

In June, the AMA House of Delegates adopted policy calling
for the investigation of the possibility of filing a class action
lawsuit against Optum, UnitedHealth Group, and Change
Healthcare to recoup damages for physician practices af-
fected by the Change Healthcare cyberattack. The policy
also calls for a review of whether Optum acquired physician
practices in the aftermath of the breach, when practices
were in very vulnerable financial positions. As AMA investi-
gates these issues, it is asking that physicians are aware of
any practices being acquired due to the impact of the
cyberattack, that they reach out to the AMA at
ama.advocacy@ama-assn.org .

Kids Online Health and Safety

The Biden-Harris Administration’s Kids Online Health and
Safety Task Force released a new report last month with rec-
ommendations and best practices for safer social media and
online platform use for youth. The recommendations in the
report, Online Health and Safety for Children and Youth:
Best Practices for Families and Guidance for Industry, under-
score the Administration’s efforts to address the ongoing
youth mental health crisis and support the President’s Unity
Agenda for the nation. Task Force members also committed
to future actions, including providing more resources for
kids, teenagers and families, guidance for pediatricians and
conducting more research.
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CLIMATE CORNER

Let's continue the summer series on heat and mental
health. This month'’s column explores the public mental
health impact of rising heat.

Suicide: a 2023 meta-analysis found that a 1° C increase in
ambient temperatures leads to a 1-2% increased incidence
of suicide (specifically, an increase of 1.5% for average
monthly temperature based on data from 3 studies, 1.7%
for average daily temperature based on data from 5
studies).

Hospitalization: that same meta-analysis reported 9.7%
higher incidence of hospital presentation or admission for
mental illness relative to non-heat waves based on three
studies.

Violence: An Australian study found that rates of domestic
violence increased with daily ambient temperature, and
tended to occur indoors. Other types of violence also
increased with no change in indoor or outdoor location.
Green spaces in urban areas, which we discussed in June as
important cooling mechanisms for urban heat islands, are
associated with decreased rates of violence.

As we round out the summer season, please remember that
extreme heat events are a risk factor for worsened mental
health outcomes. Human-caused climate change is a driver
of extreme heat events. Be mindful of actions you can take
as an individual to decrease your own reliance on fossil
fuels (which is the main driver of climate change) and
connect with your local representatives to voice your
concerns about climate change. As a psychiatrist, you can
counsel patients about heat-related risks (outlined in the
June and July MPS New Climate Corner) and speak with
your organization about improving its carbon footprint. If
you would like to get even more involved, there are several
relevant professional organizations: the APA’s Caucus on
Climate Change and Mental Health, the Climate Psychiatry
Alliance, Chesapeake Physicians for Social Responsibility,
and the Medical Society Consortium on Climate and Health.

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New Maryland Laws Effective July 1

The Maryland General Assembly passed more than 500 pieces
of legislation in the 2024 Legislative Session, including
several priority, statewide, and local bills impacting residents,
businesses, and other organizations in Maryland. Below,
please find summaries of legislation of interest to MPS
members that took effect July 1, 2024.

SB221/HB146: Health Occupations Boards - Reciprocal
Licensure and Certification: This departmental bill
authorizes any health occupations board (that does not
otherwise have statutory authority to do so) to adopt
regulations establishing reciprocity for individuals who are
licensed or certified in another State that also offers similar
reciprocity to individuals licensed or certified by the board.
Applicants for reciprocity must meet specified standards.

SB212/HB1048: Behavioral Health Advisory Council and
Commission on Behavioral Health Care Treatment and
Access — Alterations: This departmental bill generally
requires the Behavioral Health Advisory Council and the
Commission on Behavioral Health Care Treatment and Access
to work in conjunction with one another, as specified,
including by (1) coordinating with one another on their
annual reports and (2) meeting jointly at least three times per
year at mutually determined times and places. The bill also
alters the membership and terms of the council, alters the
membership of the commission, and requires the commission
to make specified recommendations regarding the
integration of somatic and behavioral health services in
Medicaid.

SB453/HB576: Mental Health - Assisted Outpatient
Treatment Programs: This Administration bill requires that
an Assisted Outpatient Treatment Program be established in
each county by July 1, 2026. A county may establish its own
program and must notify the Maryland Department of Health
(MDH) by January 1, 2025, as to whether the county intends
to do so. In any county that does not opt to establish its own
program, MDH must establish a program in the county. The
bill generally sets standards and procedures for “assisted
outpatient treatment” (AOT) programs, petitions, treatment
plans, rights of respondents, hearings, criteria for orders,
court orders, and order modifications. MDH must establish
clinical and operational standards for AOT programs and care
coordination teams. By December 1 each year, the Behavioral
Health Administration (BHA) must submit a specified report
on each AOT program.

SB165/HB204: Education — Coaches - Mental Health
Training: This bill requires each public school in the State
that offers an athletic program and each public institution of
higher education that offers an athletic program to provide
specified mental health training to each participating coach.
The Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) must
work in collaboration with the Maryland Department of

Health (MDH), each local board of education, and the
Maryland Public. Secondary Schools Athletic Association
(MPSSAA) to develop guidelines for public schools to train
coaches in recognizing the indicators of mental illness and
behavioral distress in students (including depression, trauma,
violence, youth suicide, and substance abuse). Likewise, the
Maryland Higher Education Commission (MHEC) must work
with MDH to develop guidelines for public institutions of
higher education to train coaches in recognizing the
indicators of mental illness and behavioral distress in
students.

SB791/HB932: Health Insurance - Utilization Review -
Revisions: This bill, among other things, (1) requires carriers,
by July 1, 2026, to establish and maintain an online process
for prior authorizations that meets specified parameters; (2)
alters current requirements for the prior authorization of
specified prescription drugs; (3) requires carriers to comply
with certain requirements when rendering adverse decisions;
(4) alters timelines for certain adverse decisions; (5) alters and
adds to the criteria and standards that must be used by
private review agents; and (6) requires existing benchmarks
for standardizing and automating preauthorization of health
care services and payors’ online preauthorization systems to
include certain utilization criteria. The bill includes study and
reporting requirements involving the Maryland Health Care
Commission (MHCC) and the Maryland Insurance
Administration (MIA). The bill also repeals obsolete provisions
and makes conforming changes.

SB991: Behavioral Health - Language Assistance Services
Pilot Program: This bill establishes the Language Assistance
Services Pilot Program to (1) provide meaningful access to
behavioral health care to children with limited English
proficiency and (2) establish a competitive grant process for
local behavioral health authorities (LBHAs) to provide
reimbursement to behavioral health providers for language
assistance services, as specified. The Behavioral Health
Administration (BHA) must implement specified requirements
as part of administering the program. In fiscal 2025 and 2026,
the Governor must include $120,000 in the annual budget bill
for the program. BHA must award at least three grants of
$30,000 in fiscal 2025 and 2026 and submit a specified report
to the Governor and the General Assembly by December 1 in
2025 through 2027.

In 2012, MedChi, The Maryland State Medical Society, along
with the Maryland Attorney General, launched Insurance
Watch, a web portal for Maryland physicians to file
insurance complaints and direct consumers on how to
receive assistance from the Attorney General's Office when
consumers are denied their full health benefits.

Through the Insurance Watch portal, a physician or patient
can file a complaint with the Maryland Insurance
Administration ("MIA”) or request help from the Maryland
Attorney General's Office in filing a complaint directly with
their insurer.

In July the Maryland Department of Health released a new,
enhanced Overdose Data Dashboard. The new dashboard
will replace the previous version maintained by Maryland’s
Office of Overdose Response. It will be updated monthly
and includes the new features, including:

e Unified Data: The dashboard combines data on fatal
overdoses, non-fatal emergency department visits, and
EMS naloxone administrations. Users can search this
data by zip code.

e Timely Data Updates: The dashboard provides the most
current data available, reducing the data release period
from 90 to 30 days. This allows for more proactive
monitoring and response.

e Historical Trend Analysis: The dashboard provides
historical data at the jurisdictional level, enabling the
analysis of community trends over time.

e Demographic Insights: The dashboard provides insights
across age, race, and gender for targeted overdose
responses across jurisdictions.

Like the previous version, the new dashboard also
incorporates data on opioid-related emergency department
visits as well as information from emergency medical
services and their administration of the opioid overdose
reversal medication, naloxone. The new dashboard also
provides more recent overdose data than was previously
available to help inform local-level programming. Visit
https://health.maryland.gov/dataoffice/Pages/mdh-
dashboards.aspx to learn more.

MDH Announces Partnership

MedChi held a meeting in July regarding the Maryland
Episode Quality Improvement Program (EQIP) and changes
that are being made for the 2025 year. Two new behavioral
health episodes will be available for participation in 2025
under the behavioral health category: Chronic Anxiety and
Recurrent Depression. EQIP will also be switching to the
Patient Centered Episode System (PACES) as the episode
grouper. Enrollment is open from July 15, 2024 through
August 30, 2024. Performance Year 4 will run January 1,
2025 through December 31, 2025. More information on
EQIP and the upcoming cycle can be found in this document
or in BH EQIP Meeting New Bundle Opportunity recorded
meeting.

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Maryland Medicaid Expiration

Upcoming MACS Virtual CMEs

Effective July 1st, the Health Services Cost Review
Commission will decrease the public payer differential from
8.7% to 7.7%. As a result, the Medicaid Fee-For-Service
Program will pay enrolled HSCRC regulated in-state
hospitals at 92.3%.

Also effective July 1 the Substantial Available and Affordable
Coverage discount for HealthChoice Managed Care
Organizations (MCOs) will decrease from 6.7% to 5.7%. This
means MCOs will pay 94.3% of charges.

The new differential will apply to reimbursement of
inpatient claims with dates of discharge on or after July 1,
2024 and outpatient claims with dates of service on or after
July 1, 2024.

APA Urges Senate to Expand GME

A bipartisan group of members of the Senate Finance
Committee, which has jurisdiction over the Medicare
Graduate Medical Education program, released a Medicare
GME Working Group draft proposal outline (.pdf) focusing
on several key policy issues. The proposal seeks to address
physician workforce shortages, challenges faced by rural and
other underserved communities to accessing care, barriers
to rural physician training, improved data collection and
transparency. The proposal notably looked to add an
undetermined amount of new Medicare GME slots from FY
2027-2031 with at least 15% to psychiatry or psychiatry
subspecialties. APA has provided the working group
feedback and recommended that no fewer than 400 new
slots be allocated to psychiatry annually. APA’s full response
may be viewed here.

APA Meets with Biden Administration

Last month APA staff met with staff from the White House
Domestic Policy Council to discuss permanency of the
COVID-19 telehealth flexibilities that are set to expire at the
end of 2024. APA shared data and member feedback
advocating to retain the option to treat patients via
telemedicine technologies without a prior in-person visit
and payment parity for telepsychiatry visits.

APA encourages members to complete the AMA Physician
Practice Information Survey (PPIS). The data collected by the
PPIS, which impacts physician payments, has not been
updated in more than 15 years. Psychiatry needs more
responses to accurately estimate psychiatry practice costs. If

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Medicare Updates

2025 Medicare Physician Schedule

Updated Codes Files Now Available

Last month, the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services
(CMS) released the 2025 Medicare Physician Payment
Schedule proposed rule. The 2025 Medicare conversion
factor is proposed to decrease from $33.2875 to $32.3562.
This is the fifth consecutive year of CMS estimating Medicare
payment reductions—this time by 2.8 percent.

In addition, CMS would maintain the Merit-based Incentive
Payment System (MIPS) threshold to avoid a MIPS penalty at
75 points for the 2025 performance year. CMS proposes
changes to telehealth policies, creation of G-codes and
payment for new services spanning behavioral health to
cardiovascular risk management, expansion of the transfer
of care modifiers for all 90-day global surgical codes and
payment for preexposure prophylaxis (PrEP) for human
immunodeficiency virus (HIV) infection prevention at no cost
-sharing. The AMA has prepared a summary (PDF) of the
rule, along with an analysis (PDF) of CMS’ impact
assumptions for proposed G-codes, the advanced primary
care management services, and the proposed 90-day global
surgical transfer of care policy.

Facing this widening gap between what Medicare pays
physicians and the cost of delivering quality care to patients,
the AMA is urging physicians to contact their Congressional
representatives and encourage them to pass a reform
package that would permanently strengthen Medicare.

An updated Remittance Advice Remark Code (RARC) and
Claim Adjustment Reason Code (CARC) “Codes.int" file is
now available for you to import into the current 4.6 version
of MREP. A new version of the software is not being released
at this time.

CMS Launches Dementia
Experience Model

On July 1°* CMS launched the Guiding an Improved
Dementia Experience (GUIDE) Model with 390 participating
organizations building Dementia Care Programs that will
serve hundreds of thousands of people with Medicare
nationwide. The GUIDE Model aims to increase access to
much-needed support for people living with dementia and
their caregivers.

New Process for Laboratory Codes

Effective August 18th, when records are not submitted to
support the code billed the service will reject. The claim
must then be resubmitted with the appropriate information.
The following documentation must be submitted with the
initial claim submission for the lab codes linked above:

Orders and test results for the test performed

History and physical examination

Progress or office notes for the test performed

Any additional documentation supporting the need for
the service

CMS Coverage of Kisunla for
Alzheimer’s Disease

CMS announced Medicare coverage is now available for Eli
Lilly's Kisunla (donanemab-azbt) following the Food and
Drug Administration’s move to grant traditional approval to
the drug that treats individuals with Alzheimer's disease.
CMS posted updated fact sheets for providers and
consumers about the CMS National Patient Registry for New
Alzheimer's Drugs.
